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The Precious Blood of Jesus

Leviticus 4:6-7
6 The priest shall dip his finger in the blood and sprinkle some of the blood seven times before the LORD, in front of the veil of the sanctuary. 7 And the priest shall put some of the blood on the horns of the altar of sweet incense before the LORD, which is in the tabernacle of meeting; and he shall pour 
the remaining blood of the bull at the base of the altar of the burnt offering, which is at the door of the tabernacle of meeting.

Hebrews 9:22
22 And according to the law almost all things are [h]purified with blood, and without shedding of blood there is no [i]remission.

Leviticus 17:11
11 For the life of the flesh is in the blood, and I have given it to you upon the altar to make atonement for your souls; for it is the blood that makes atonement for the soul.

7- Fold Sprinkling Blood
1. Preservation
Exodus 12:12
12 ‘For I will pass through the land of Egypt on that night, and will strike all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and against all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgment: I am the LORD. 

2. Satisfaction
Leviticus 16:27
27 The bull for the sin offering and the goat for the sin offering, whose blood was brought in to make atonement in the Holy Place, shall be carried outside the camp. And they shall burn in the fire their skins, their flesh, and their offal. 

Exodus 12:27
27 that you shall say, It is the Passover sacrifice of the LORD, who passed over the houses of the children of Israel in Egypt when He struck the Egyptians and delivered our households. So the people bowed their heads and worshiped.

3. Confirmation
Exodus 24:6-8
6 And Moses took half the blood and put it in basins, and half the blood he sprinkled on the altar. 7 Then he took the Book of the Covenant and read in the hearing of the people. And they said, All that the LORD has said we will do, and be obedient. 8 And Moses took the blood, sprinkled it on the people and said, This is the blood of the covenant which the LORD has made with you according to all these words.

4. Purification
Numbers 6:11
11 and the priest shall offer one as a sin offering and the other as a burnt offering, and make atonement for him, because he sinned in regard to the corpse; and he shall sanctify his head that same day.

5. Sanctification
Leviticus 14:25
25 Then he shall kill the lamb of the trespass offering, and the priest shall take some of the blood of the trespass offering and put it on the tip of the right ear of him who is to be cleansed, on the thumb of his right hand, and on the big toe of his right foot.

6. Acceptance
Hebrews 9:18-22
18 Therefore not even the first covenant was dedicated without blood. 19 For when Moses had spoken every [g]precept to all the people according to the law, he took the blood of calves and goats, with water, scarlet wool, and hyssop, and sprinkled both the book itself and all the people, 20 saying,
This is the blood of the covenant which God has commanded you. 21 Then likewise he sprinkled with blood both the tabernacle and all the vessels of the ministry. 22 And according to the law almost all things are [h]purified with blood, and without shedding of blood there is no remission.

7. Access
Hebrews 9:25
25 not that He should offer Himself often, as the high priest enters the Most Holy Place every year with blood of another

The 7- Fold Sprinkling of Blood of Jesus in the Gospel


Luke 22:44
44 And being in agony, He prayed more earnestly. Then His sweat became like great drops of blood falling down to the ground.


Luke 22:64
64 [j]And having blindfolded Him, they struck Him on the face and asked Him, saying, “Prophesy! Who is the one who struck You?


Isaiah 50:6
6 I gave My back to those who struck Me, And My cheeks to those who plucked out the beard; I did not hide My face from shame and spitting.


Matthew 27:26
26 Then he released Barabbas to them; and when he had [e]scourged Jesus, he delivered Him to be crucified.


Matthew 27:29
29 When they had [h]twisted a crown of thorns, they put it on His head, and a reed in His right hand. And they bowed the knee before Him and mocked Him, saying, “Hail, King of the Jews!


Luke 23:33
33 And when they had come to the place called Calvary, there they crucified Him, and the criminals, one on the right hand and the other on the left.


John 19:34
34 But one of the soldiers pierced His side with a spear, and immediately 
blood and water came out.

Isaiah 52:14
14 Just as many were astonished at you, So His visage[f] was marred more than any man, And His form more than the sons of men


Isaiah 53:12
12 Therefore I will divide Him a portion with the great, And He shall divide the [s]spoil with the strong, Because He poured out His soul unto death,
And He was numbered with the transgressors, And He bore the sin of many,
And made intercession for the transgressors.


1Corinthians 5:7b
7b For indeed Christ, our Passover, was sacrificed [e]for us.


Exodus 12:21-22
21 Then Moses called for all the elders of Israel and said to them, “Pick out and take lambs for yourselves according to your families, and kill the Passover lamb. 22 And you shall take a bunch of hyssop, dip it in the blood that is in the basin, and strike the lintel and the two doorposts with the blood that is in the basin. And none of you shall go out of the door of his house until morning.




What the Blood of Jesus does for us
1. Redemption
Ephesians 1:7
7 In Him we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of His grace

1Peter 1:18-19
18 knowing that you were not redeemed with [g]corruptible things, like silver or gold, from your aimless conduct received by tradition from your fathers,
19 but with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot. 

Psalms 107:2
2 Let the redeemed of the LORD say so, Whom He has redeemed from the hand of the enemy,

2. Cleansing
1John 1:7
7 But if we walk in the light as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus Christ His Son cleanses us from all sin.

Psalms 51:7
7 Purge me with hyssop, and I shall be clean; Wash me, and I shall be whiter than snow.

3. Justification
Romans 5:9
9 Much more then, having now been justified by His blood, we shall be saved from wrath through Him. 

Isaiah 61:10
10 I will greatly rejoice in the LORD, My soul shall be joyful in my God;
For He has clothed me with the garments of salvation, He has covered me with the robe of righteousness, As a bridegroom decks himself with ornaments, And as a bride adorns herself with her jewels.

4. Sanctification
Hebrews 13:12
12 Therefore Jesus also, that He might [c]sanctify the people with His own blood, suffered outside the gate.

Hebrews 12:10
10 For they indeed for a few days chastened us as seemed best to them, but He for our profit, that we may be partakers of His holiness.

5. Gives Life
Leviticus 17:11
11 For the life of the flesh is in the blood, and I have given it to you upon the altar to make atonement for your souls; for it is the blood that makes atonement for the soul.

John 6:53-57
53 Then Jesus said to them, “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink His blood, you have no life in you. 
54 Whoever eats My flesh and drinks My blood has eternal life, and I will raise him up at the last day. 55 For My flesh is [k]food indeed, and My blood is [l]drink indeed. 56 He who eats My flesh and drinks My blood abides in Me, and I in him. 57 As the living Father sent Me, and I live because of the Father, so he who feeds on Me will live because of Me. 

1Corinthians 10:16
16 The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not the [e]communion of the blood of Christ? The bread which we break, is it not the communion of the body of Christ? 

1Corinthians 11:23-24
23 For I received from the Lord that which I also delivered to you: that the Lord Jesus on the same night in which He was betrayed took bread; 24 and when He had given thanks, He broke it and said, [d]“Take, eat; this is My body which is [e]broken for you; do this in remembrance of Me.

6. Intercession
Hebrews 12:22-24
22 But you have come to Mount Zion and to the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, to an innumerable company of angels, 23 to the general assembly and church of the firstborn who are registered in heaven, to God 
the Judge of all, to the spirits of just men made perfect, 24 to Jesus the Mediator of the new covenant, and to the blood of sprinkling that speaks better things than that of Abel.

7. Access
Hebrews 3:1
Therefore, holy brethren, partakers of the heavenly calling, consider the Apostle and High Priest of our confession, Christ Jesus

Hebrews 4:14
14 Seeing then that we have a great High Priest who has passed through the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our confession.

Hebrews 10:19
19 Therefore, brethren, having boldness[f] to enter the Holiest by the blood of Jesus

Revelation 12:11
11 And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony, and they did not love their lives to the death.
